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What is “convincing”?

According to Oxford Dictionary of English,
"convincing” is defined as the follows:

capable of causing someone to believe that
something is true

Thus, to make a thesis statement convincing is
to have the capability of causing someone to
believe that the statement is true.
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Conclusion True

e.g. If Peter is in Tokyo, then Peter is in Japan.
